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Frequently Asked Questions:

Q: What are my rights in the communal areas?

A: You can use them to enjoy such as the gardens, woods and walks, but remember you do not own
them nor are they yours to plant in or change or do things like putting up bird tables, taking up turf and
putting down chippings. If you want to plant in communal areas i twise to consult with all your

Q: Who actually owns St Edward& Park?

A: You will if you bought a freehold or leasehold property from Redrow or Bryant Homes. This means
that you will have a stake in its future and you also bought a responsibility for its upkeep through St
Edward’'s Park Management Company and the estate and service charges you pay.

Q: What will happen when Redrow leave site?

A: The managing agent — CPM, will call an EGM of the Residents with the express purpose of

electing Resident Directors whowilbe responsi bl e for running St
Company Limited (STEPMCL). STEPMCL is responsible for running the site (not for profit) i.e.
making sure the entire St Edward’'s Park, its C
are properly maintained and cared for in perpetuity. The County Council will adopt and maintain the
roads and tarmaced footpaths but not those within the communal areas.

Recycling & Waste Collection - (communal bin stores only)

The Residents’ Association asked Redrow to enlarge the existing bin stores to accommodate the new recycling
bins. Unfortunately, the existing bin stores have to comply with what was agreed in the original planning
permission. However, we have persuaded Redrow to remove the returns from some of the wooden bin stores to
allow better access to the larger dumpster type bins.

Bin store use has now changed and each bin store is labelled up to show General Waste or Recycling. The
council will be monitoring the success of the level of re-cycling. Everyone on site is expected to re-cycle
where possible, so please separate your cardboard, paper, bottles, cans and plastics from your
general waste and put them in the correct bin in the appropriate bin store. If you need more
