A520 junction with East Drive 
Staffordshire Highways Department are currently going out for tender as the work is undertaken 
by the Council as the client for the Section 278 work at the junction.  Work is anticipated to start 
around mid-April and is planned for a 20-week duration when the A520/East Drive junction will 
be closed to St Edward‟s Park.  Access will be via Wall Lane Terrace & West Drive.

Woodland Signs 
Signs will also go up around the woods very soon with „Private Property‟ or „Please respect our 
Woodlands‟. These signs are to protect our future interests, preserve our wildlife and limit 
damage. They are NOT to stop people enjoying the woods responsibly. 

 

Speeding, Give Way signs and Parking 
Some residents and their visitors continue to drive way too fast along Willow Drive and East 
Drive. Don‟t bring tragedy to our community. Please do drive considerately and observe the Give 
Way / Priority at the traffic calming points.   Black ice is a problem here on site as some residents 
found out one morning in a three car accident on Birchtree Drive.  More traffic calming points are 
due to be installed when the roads are completed along Birchtree Drive, Willow Drive and East 
Drive.  Please keep the roads clear for emergency vehicles and do use your allocated spaces. 
 
Remember these areas are notorious for black ice. If you have a parking space, then find out 
which number it is and please use it rather than the road. Please also note that Visitors‟ parking 
spaces are for a 48 hour period. 

Dog Fouling and Privacy ï ITôS BECOMING A MAJOR NUISANCE 
Please, please be a responsible dog owner and pick up after your pet. Please keep your 
dog on a lead in the communal areas and keep to the walkways. We have had reports from 
residents in the refurbished blocks that a very small minority of inconsiderate dog owners are 
continuing to let their dogs foul and not pick up.  The Chairman has received phone calls from 
dog owners complaining that they are picking up after other people‟s pets!!  Some residents are 
letting dogs out at night unsupervised and are making the problem worse. The advice from 
SMDC is to photograph the owner and dog, and report the matter with the address of the 
offending owner to the Dog Warden on (01538) 483530.

This was caused by sanitary products, babies nappies, cleaning wipes 
and in particular cotton buds being flushed down WCs.   These items don‟t break down in 
water.  Please bear in mind YOU are responsible for paying to have your drains cleared – not 
Severn Trent or CPM.
